The following is a report of the Planning Meeting which was held on the                   16th February 2010 in the Crickhowell Resource and Information Centre, Crickhowell, commencing at 7pm.

Update from Neighbourhood Policing Team
PC Keane began with some good news stating that the staffing levels are now up in Crickhowell with Sergeant Pitt back and four Police Constables based here.  He then went on to give an overview of crime in the area for the months of January and February so far.  He reported that January is traditionally a low crime month with only two crimes being committed, one for the possession of cannabis and the other being the theft of a Landrover from Standard Street. One fixed penalty notice of £80 was also issued for the purchase of alcohol for under 18's.  So far this month there has been three crimes in Crickhowell, one for the possession of cannabis, one criminal damage on a car in the High School and one assault at Elvicta Estate. There have also been several tickets issued for parking offences in Crickhowell such as parking near drop kerbs and on double yellow lines. PC Keane also reported some crimes in Llangattock and Glangrwyney which included the attempted burglary of the Cricket Shed and the theft of two car stereos from the Village Hall in Glangrwyney.  This concluded the update and the Chairman thanked PC Keane for attending and giving his report, PC Keane then answered several questions from Councillors regarding the staffing of the Police Stations, Bridge Street and the use of the Speed Gun purchased by the Council which has now been recalibrated.  PC Keane invited all Councillors to accompany him on a speed gun exercise and said that high visibility vests would be made available, PC Keane then left the meeting at 7.25pm.

Cllr Powell agreed to draft this letter and circulate it to all members for approval before it being sent to the Civic Society.
