Cllr D'Anna read out the recommendation made to the BBNPA due to time constraints which had been formulated by Cllr Thomas.  Cllr Thomas said that when he had visited the site no yellow notices were in place but since writing to the BBNPA he had revisited the site and these had now been put up.  Cllr Bailey said that he did not agree with Cllr Thomas's recommendation as tractors and agricultural machinery are getting bigger and as this is such a narrow lane a larger entrance is needed to get the machinery into the field.  Cllr Bailey also had concerns that this Council was not following its own guidelines in responding to planning applications.  Cllr Williams said that he believed this gateway and hedges have already been altered.  Cllr Thomas proposed that Council ratify the recommendations previously made to the BBNPA, all members present had a chance to read the letter, Cllr VP Games seconded the proposal, For 4, Against 4, Abstentions 1.  The Chairman used his casting vote to ratify the recommendation.
Cllr Bailey said that he wished to have his objections noted because he believed this application was not handled properly and that Council had dealt with this application in the same manner as the previous application for this site which was different.  Cllr Lloyd said that Council needs to look into the procedure of dealing with planning applications and Cllr Jeremiah said that she thought two Councillors should look at all applications together.
County Councillors John Morris and three members of the public left the meeting.  Cllr Powell returned to the meeting.

Cllr D'Anna reported that the height of the roof has been reduced by 1.4 meters and the roofing material has changed. An email was received from one of the neighbours who had concerns about the excessive height and that the garage would not be set back enough from the lane.  Cllr Powell pointed out that the plans do not retain a path alongside the house so there would be no means of escape from the back garden in the event of a fire, it was also noted that the new plans did not fulfill the recommendations set by the BBNPA.  On a proposal from Cllr D'Anna, seconded by Cllr Williams, Council unanimously agreed that whilst the plans had been reduced in height it was still an overdevelopment of the site, it should be appropriately set back from the lane and should conform with the BBNPA recommendations.
