Cllr's V P Games and R Dykes had looked at this application and made a site visit.  Cllr V P Games reported that they had strong reservations about the vehicular access into Upper House Farm and residents of Upper House Farm, some of whom were present at the meeting, were going to voice their objections to this application, copies of several objection letters to the BBNPA had been sent in to the clerk and had previously been circulated to all Councillors prior to the meeting.  Cllr Thomas said that for an outline planning application this one was remarkably detailed however from what he could remember about the Upper House Farm development there were various covenants and the residents had to get the access road adopted as this was not completed by the developer at the time, he went on to proposed that this Council recommend rejection of this application on those grounds.  Cllr Williams said that if this application is allowed it would set a precedent for other new properties to be built here.  Council also heard that the residents of Upper House Farm were not made aware of this application and that no yellow notices were posted at the Upper House Farm side where vehicular access is needed.  Cllr Thomas proposed that Council write to the BBNPA stating that it is not displaying notices and contacting the affected residents in the way it should, this was seconded by Cllr Williams and unanimously agreed.  Cllr Thomas proposed that this Council should express its concerns about this application which contravenes the BBNPA's existing covenants for the Upper House Farm development and its own policies and guidelines.
Cllr VP Games proposed that Council go out of session to listen to the views of the residents of Upper House Farm present, this was seconded by Cllr Jackson and unanimously agreed.  Di Winter, who is the treasurer of the Upper House Farm association began by stating that the residents of Upper House Farm had maintained the site for the last 8 years and had recently jointly contributed £44,000 to get the road adopted and that this application contravened everything that the residents have worked for and the uniqueness of the development.  All residents have sent individual letters to the BBNPA objecting to the application and a joint letter from the association was also being sent.  Cllr Jackson said that he agreed with Cllr Thomas's earlier comments and suggested that this Council should strongly object to the proposal to reflect the feelings of Councillors and residents.
Council went back into session at 7.20pm where Cllr Thomas's earlier proposal to express concerns about this application which contravenes the BBNPA's existing covenants for the Upper House Farm development and its own policies and guidelines was seconded by Cllr Jackson and unanimously agreed.

Cllr's V P Games and R Dykes had both look at this application, they spoke to neighbours one of whom complained about the loss of his view, others expressed concerns about vehicle access and parking, one resident also mentioned that there were slow worms on the site.  Cllr Williams said that he could see no issues with the application, Cllr D'Anna said that this Council is duty bound to inform the BBNPA of any local knowledge and if slow worms have been mentioned by neighbours this Council should pass that on.  Cllr Williams proposed a recommendation of no adverse comments to the proposal with the exception that an environmental impact study be carried out with regards to slow worms and any other species that may be there, this was seconded by Cllr Jackson and unanimously agreed.

Lych Gate - Cllr Jackson reported that he has had a verbal quote from David Bennet Stone Conservation for the dismantling of the Lych Gate, moving it back a meter and rebuilding which was a verbal guide of approximately £5000.  Cllr Games met with Will Davies and John Shipton of Cadw over an issue in the Castle and also took them to have a look at the Lych Gate where Mr Shipton said he would be happy with the removal of the roof, leaving the walls standing. 
Cwrt y Gollen - Cllr Jackson asked what action this Council proposes to take regarding Cwrt Y Gollen in the near future.  Cllr Williams reported that he was very surprised that at the Five Councils liaison meeting, the Vale of Grwyney CC were sitting back and waiting to see what happens and added that as it is in their patch they should be taking the lead.  Cllr D'Anna agreed with Cllr Jackson saying that this Council should be pro-active, he said that a copy of the BBNPA's minutes where the planning application was refused should be obtained and suggested that the Planning Research Panel should gather the facts and meet with members of the Vale of Grwyney CC, the clerk was asked to look for a meeting room sometime in September.
Market Hall - Cllr Jackson wished to update members on work commencing on the Market Hall.  He said that scaffolding is due to go up on Thursday 26th August with work commencing on Tuesday 31st August by David Bennet's company.  Cllr Jackson continues that the work is due to take between 3-5 weeks during which time the pavement will remain open, the market will take place as usual and the Courtroom Café will be open as usual.
Boundary Commission for Wales re Electoral Draft Proposals - Cllr Thomas said the deadline for comments is the 14th September, he said that he has put together a response and asked if it could be approved via email so it can be sent off in time, Agreed.
External Audit - The Clerk reported that the Welsh Assembly Government have made changes to the Accounts and Audit (Wales) Regulations 2005 that affect the year end accounts for 31st March 2010 which requires Council to approve the final audit and a covering letter from the Chairman, on a proposal from Cllr D'Anna, seconded by Cllr Jackson, the Final Audit and covering letter was unanimously agreed and approved.
