Presentation by Arts Alive
The Chairman welcomed Justine Wheatley, Emma Butler and Geoff Powell from Arts Alive to the meeting and asked them to commence their presentation.  Justine Wheatley began by stating that Arts Alive has no core funding, they apply for grants but need a sustainable income.  They have recently recruited new Board members of which there are 10 each bringing something different to the organisation.  Their outreach work takes them all over the community, the valley and beyond and they serve the local school and work with the community employing local artists.  However they need to exploit the Arts Alive building more effectively as there is only one rentable space and so on the advice from PCC they are working towards the Community Asset Transfer Scheme where they are hoping PCC will transfer the freehold to Arts Alive.  Geoff Powell continued that they have draft proposals for the extension of the building which will provide 5 Studios which can be used concurrently providing space for drawing, dance, filmn etc and this rigorous business plan will sustain the admin staff.  They also have plans for a website and online gallery and with the Big Lottery match funding all this can be obtained with no public money or cost to the community.  Whilst putting together their bid for the CATS scheme they need to be seen to be working in partnership and asked Council for their moral support.  The team then answered several questions from members before they left the meeting at 7.29pm.
