FAIRTRADE CRICKHOWELL

Cllr Jackson reminded Council about the background to Fairtrade Crickhowell which was founded by a small Steering Group in 2005 and obtained Fairtrade Town status for Crickhowell in October 2007.  The Steering Group is now working to obtain Fairtrade District status for the 5 Communities, under the name "Vale of Usk".  Cllr Jackson said that they have always had excellent support from the Town Council and the past three Mayors and now wished to seek the  approval from fellow Councillors for the wording "We are a Fairtrade Town" to be added in English and Welsh to the bottom of the Town Council letterhead. Following a brief discussion this was proposed by Cllr D'Anna and seconded by Cllr Burson; Cllr Jackson abstained from voting and the motion was otherwise unanimously agreed.

Cllr S Games said that it is ridiculous that the general public are able to walk and drive past the Lych gate but no-one is allowed to walk under it and suggested that it should have a framework around it to stop anything falling.
