The following is a report of the Planning Meeting which was held on the                   15th June 2010 in the Crickhowell Resource and Information Centre, Crickhowell, commencing at 7pm.

Briefing by Neighbourhood Police Team
The Chairman welcomed PCSO Lloyd Harries to the meeting and asked him to give his report.  PCSO Harries began by giving PC Andy Pole's apologies as he had intended to attend the meeting to meet Council members but was called away to Carmarthen.  PCSO Harries said that they are experiencing some changes, Crickhowell will now be covered 24 hours a day with a change of shift patterns and the introduction of an evening shift however they no longer have a sergeant in Crickhowell and are supervised from Brecon.  The staffing levels are currently 5 working full time plus two special constables.  PCSO Harries went on to report on the crime levels and said that overall crime is down 39.5% on the same period last year.  burglaries are down 75%, anti social behaviour is down but vehicle crime is up 10% as there have been a number of incidents of theft from unattended vehicles.  PCSO Harries reported on some recent incidents which included an attempted break in of the Clarence Hall for which they do have suspects, theft from the vending machines at the community centre and that 40 grams of cocaine have been taken off the streets, 25 grams of which came from a vehicle stopped on New Road.  Before he left PCSO Harries said that it is national neighbourhood watch week and two schemes are being set up at Llanbedr Road and in town, the Chairman thanked PCSO Harries for his attendance and Cllr Jackson thanked him for a comprehensive and lucid report.
