CRICKHOWELL TOWN COUNCIL
The following is a report of the Planning Meeting which was held on the                   19th October 2010 in the Crickhowell Resource and Information Centre, Crickhowell, commencing at 7pm.

Chief Superintendent Steve Hughson
Cllr V P Games welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked Chief Superintendent Steve Hughson to commence his presentation.  Mr Hughson introduced his colleagues Inspector Steve Thomas, Sergeant Rod Bowen who is the Neighbourhood Policing Sergeant and PC Keane, local neighbourhood police officer and introduced himself as Divisional Commander of Powys which has been his post for the last 18 months.  He briefly spoke about his background before giving an in-depth power point presentation on Policing in Powys 2010+, this included his belief in the Policing Pledge that the current coalition government is fading out but includes increasing the levels of satisfactions and confidence in the communities by community engagement and consultations such as the PACT meetings and updates on the Dyfed Powys Police website. .  He also spoke about the range of issues that they have to deal with from national concerns such as terrorism, funding issues and maximising efficiency, work force modernisation and performance, how Dyfed Powys compares to the rest of the Country.  Mr Hughson concluded that Powys and Crickhowell are one of the safest places in England and Wales with a high detection rate on most crimes.  Over the last 7 months crime has reduced by 10% on the same period last year and Criminal Damage in Crickhowell has been reduced by 71%, all these figures are available on the Dyfed Powys Police website.  
Mr Hughson then handed over to Inspector Steve Thomas who is relatively new to his post, he highlighted some of the points from the power point presentation such as partnership working and encouraging attendance at the local PACT meetings.  He also said that the local team are accessible via email and that if anyone has any concerns they are to contact the team, he concluded that he is very confident in local policing and the services they provide.  The colleagues then answered questions from Council members and listened to their concerns.  Cllr Thomas asked about Motorbike safety and speeding in the area, to which Mr Hughson replied that it is a small minority giving the others a bad name and how they work with Bikesafe, the Charitable Trust, to educate Motorbike riders.  Cllr Jeremiah asked if it was possible to slow down traffic coming into Crickhowell and suggested the flashing speed signs, Mr Hughson took this on board and said that he would liaise with the Trunk Road Agency.  Cllr Harris mentioned New Road and the traffic speeding towards the lights and Cllr Collier wished to congratulate them on the Bob Scheme which he thought was doing well.  Before they left Mr Hughson ran a short video of a Capture Car which the force use to catch criminals breaking into and stealing from a car with hidden cameras,  Mr Hughson also said that they have a Quad Bike fitted with a tracker device as well.  This concluded the presentation and the Mayor thanked all the police officers for attending before they left the meeting.

Cllr Collier and Cllr Jackson looked at this application last month and Cllr Jackson revisited the property due to the reconsultation.  Cllr Jackson reported that the proposed changes do not present any problems in themselves however he found that the neighbours who live at no's 1 and 2 The Steps both have extremely strong objections as the proposed new kitchen window will have a direct view into their gardens and into the first floor landing and bedroom which would be an invasion of their privacy's.  Cllr Jackson also reported that the plans submitted with the application are wrong in their depiction of the boundary wall between the two adjacent properties, the very area of contention. The plans show a separate boundary wall with a widening gap between it and the kitchen wall of Hebert Hall, whereas the kitchen wall is built directly onto, and rests upon, the boundary wall.  Cllr Jackson proposed that Council draw the attention of the BBNPA planning committee to the objections of the neighbours and the incorrect plans, this was seconded by Cllr Collier and unanimously agreed.
