Schools Modernisation Programme - Cllr Morris said that this shouldn’t affect this area at present but it may affect the post 16's in the future as the 6th Forms in every Secondary School may have to work together to provide more subjects available for A Level, he said that the Board will be discussing this in December and will have to come up with an option to go to the Welsh Assembly Government.
Brecon Beacons National Park Authority Deposit Local Development Plan - The consultation period is due to commence on the 3rd November and Cllr Morris said that the County have concerns that it is not sound as the BBNPA have not consulted with the County regarding services etc and housing allocation has been calculated on land availability rather than need.

Lych Gate - Building Control may seek an injunction to take the top half of the Lych Gate structure down as it is dangerous unless Crickhowell Town Council can form a partnership to preserve the stones for rebuild at a later date.  Cllr Jackson asked Cllr Morris if he is willing to store the slates and stones etc until the time comes for it to be rebuilt, Cllr Morris agreed to do this.
