It was proposed by Cllr Jeremiah, seconded by Cllr Williams and agreed by all those who were present at that meeting that the minutes of the 19th October 2010 be signed as a true record of that which took place.

(4177) The Lych Gate
Cllr Thomas asked if there was any update on the Lych Gate.  Cllr Jackson said that an anonymous benefactor has paid £50 to David Bennet, Stone Conservationist to make a photographic record of the Lych Gate and this has been done.  Cllr Jackson continued that David Bennet has given a verbal quote of £300 to take the Lych Gate down to the dwarf wall and Cllr John Morris has agreed to store the materials at Graig Barn Farm until planning permission has been granted to move it back and rebuild it.  Cllr Thomas said that he has spoken to a lady from The Princes Trust who was very keen to work in partnership to get the Lych Gate rebuilt and that they would put in a Project Manager to oversee the work and give guidance towards fund raising.  Cllr Thomas also said that he had an ADV1 form to apply to the Land Registry for ownership of the Lych Gate as an Adverse Possession.  Cllr D'Anna said that the repair of the Lych Gate should be a straight forward masonry project that shouldn’t need a project manager but suggested hiring a solicitor to look into an adverse possession claim with the Land Registry.  Cllr Jeremiah said that at the meeting with Julian Williams, Rosie Banks the BBNPA Conservation Officer was going to forward some information about the steps required to move it back and getting planning permission but to date this has not been received.  Cllr Jeremiah said that there should be a public meeting so that Crickhowell residents can say what they want to happen.  
Cllr D'Anna proposed that Council instruct David Bennet to take the top half of the Lych Gate down for £300 & the transport the materials to John Morris' farm for safe keeping, this was seconded by Cllr Jackson and unanimously agreed.  Cllr Dykes suggested letting the public know what is happening via a public meeting, it was agreed that a public notice would go in the Abergavenny Chronicle and notices put in the Church, Library and Council notice board.  Cllr Jackson volunteered to work on the public meeting.  Cllr Thomas then proposed that Council instruct a solicitor to look into the Land Registry adverse possession order, this was seconded by Cllr D'Anna and unanimously agreed.
