Cllr Thomas proposed bringing item 8 The Garn forward so that members could speak to Mr Steve Carrington, Chairman of the Crickhowell & District Angling Society, this was seconded by Cllr Jeremiah and unanimously agreed.

Mr Carrington was previously invited to attend a meeting to discuss the renewal of the lease of the Garn which the Angling Society have previously leased for a peppercorn rent.  Mr Carrington had previously offered in a letter to pay £100 per annum which is the standard rental of £1.20 a meter set by the land agents but Councillors wanted to ensure that local children are able to fish the town's water.  Mr Carrington said that they are encouraging children to join the Angling Society at a cost of £5 a year and once they reach 12 years old they become a Special Junior member which costs £40 a year.  The Angling Society also support the Environment Agency who run fishing days for youngsters and committee members and bailiffs have recently been CRB checked so that they can supervise and support the children fishing.
Mr Carrington also said that the Garn holds dear to the Society as historically they have used it for the last 40 years, it is also a safe access point for their members and as a club they can have so many members per meter of fishing land.  Mr Carrington said that he will take back Councils views to the Angling Society Committee and will liaise with the Environment Agency and ask for a Crickhowell fishing day for children and will report back to Council.

Mr Carrington left the meeting at 8pm.

Cllr Jackson said that due to his commitments to the Market Hall Trust he requested Council to note that he is unable to progress with setting up a public meeting.  Cllr Collier said that Powys County Council have now placed netting around the Lych Gate to make it safe, the barriers were not immediately taken away but they have gone now so the path is open.

Cllr Thomas said that he had spoken to David Vaughan a senior solicitor at Gabbs & Co in Abergavenny who suggested contacting David Lloyd a senior solicitor in the Crickhowell office.  Cllr D'Anna said that Council should find out what the costs of hiring a solicitor are before any work commences therefore   Cllr Thomas then proposed that Council ask Gabbs what the costs involved would be to look into the ownership of the Lych Gate and acquiring an Adverse Possession Order, this was seconded by Cllr D'Anna and unanimously agreed.  Cllr Thomas agreed to contact Gabbs and Cllr Jackson proposed that the solicitor look into the ownership of the Monument at the same time, this was seconded by Cllr V P Games, For 7, Abstentions 1.  The Clerk was also asked to Contact Rosie Burton, BBNPA conservation officer for the process on obtaining planning permission which she promised at the meeting with several Councillors at the Lych Gate in September.

FISHING RIGHTS AT THE GARN
