COUNTY COUNCIL MATTERS

County Councillor Morris apologised for not making last months meeting and said that in future he would email any relevant issues to the Clerk if he was unable to attend.
Budget - the budget was not as bad as previously thought however not good either once inflation is taken into consideration.  The budget fund for Leisure Services is being cut and the County are trying to offload the Crickhowell Bowling and Cricket fields to the Clubs, however at a cost of approximately £10,000 a year to fund these clubs could not afford to sustain the upkeep and would have to fold within 3 years, which would be detrimental to the fitness and health of its more mature users.  The Vale of Grwyney CC are writing to Chris Tulley, Recreation Dept to complain that the Health and Well being of residents will suffer and suggested that this Council also write to Mr Tulley if they had concerns about the proposals.  This was agreed.
Adverse Weather - If there are any problems concerning the lack of grit or ice during the winter weather these problems can be passed through to the number on the Local Environment Initiative newsletter which Cllr Morris has found very useful.  Cllr D'Anna asked Cllr Morris to pass on a grateful thank you and well done to Street Services for all their work during the adverse weather and Cllr Morris suggested that the Clerk send an email direct as well.
