BBNPA LDP SITE ALTERNATIVE REPRESENTATIONS

Cllr Parsons began by saying that as a representative of the younger generation there is a need for affordable housing for younger people to stay in Crickhowell without having to go to nearby Abergavenny or Brynmawr. Cllr Jeremiah added that there is also a need for smaller unit housing for the older generation wishing to downsize.
(SALT 042) Land at Cwmbeth
Cllr Jeremiah said that this site is too far out of town, too high up and not suitable for accommodation for members of the older generation, Cllr D'Anna agreed that during the bad weather this site would not be treated and Cllr Burson added that the Bryn Nant estate is full of elderly residents but the snow was not cleared during the most recent adverse weather.  County Cllr Morris was asked about the housing list and explained the Council House system and the Housing Association system who he said do talk to each other but added that PCC are not building houses.  Cllr Jackson proposed that this Council's response should begin by stating that "This Council fully recognises and supports the need for sustainable affordable housing for local people" this was unanimously agreed.  Cllr D'Anna proposed that Councils response to this alternative site should be that it is too far away from the town centre and accessible services, this was seconded by Cllr Jeremiah and unanimously agreed.
Cllr's V P Games, E Parsons and R Dykes left the room. Cllr Collier took the chair in the Mayors absence.
(SALT 061) Land Adjacent to Llangenny Lane
Cllr D'Anna said that this is a site Council knows well as a potential new burial ground.  Cllr Jeremiah said that it is suitable for development as it is near the town, Cllr S Games said that if it was dug down it could look OK and Cllr Harris agreed that it was easily accessible and level.  Cllr Morris said that there is still a need for sheltered accommodation and this site is close to the Health Centre. Following further discussion Cllr Jeremiah proposed that Council accept this as a suitable site for development with reservations as to what is built there, this was seconded by Cllr D'Anna and unanimously agreed.
(SALT 073) Land adjacent to CS3 Standard Street

Members discussed this site and agreed that it was also suitable as it is close to the town and accessible therefore Cllr D'Anna proposed that it is a suitable site, this was seconded by Cllr Burson and unanimously agreed.
Cllr V P Games and Cllr R Dykes returned to the meeting.

(SALT 072) Land adjacent to Standard Street
Cllr D'Anna said that this is a very steep field, it was agreed that this site was close enough to town and accessible and any problems with the slope would be up to the developers to sort out, Cllr S Games said that it is nice to have a few green open spaces left even if they are fields.  Cllr Jeremiah proposed that this site could be suitable, this was seconded by Cllr Jackson and unanimously agreed.
 Cllr E Parsons returned to the meeting.
CWRT Y GOLLEN DEVELOPMENT PLANNING INQUIRY

The independent Public Inquiry started earlier that day at 9.30am at the Clarence Hall, Cllr D'Anna had prepared and copied his report and appendices, copies of which were available for Council to view which included photographs and brochures with 20 copies made for the interested parties of the Inquiry.  Cllr D'Anna updated members on the situation so far and that he or Cllr Collier will be giving a 15 minute presentation to argue the case for Crickhowell to the Inquiry on Friday the 17th February.  Included in the appendices was Cllr Couzens Traffic report from 2008 and Cllr Collier had spoken to 14 traders on the high street about parking issues and found them to be equally split.  Cllr D'Anna asked for more photographic evidence of parking problems and evidence of flooding particularly down town towards the Cwrt Y Gollen area.
Cllr Collier and Cllr V P Games attended the Inquiry earlier that day, Cllr Collier reported that opening statements were given by the appellants Crickhowell Estates and the BBNPA and they were told who would be making statements over the next few days.  Cllr Collier urged all members to attend the Inquiry which is due to last 8 days from 10am to 5pm.  Cllr Jeremiah said that Cllr D'Anna had done a wonderful job and Cllr V P Games proposed that Council accept Cllr D'Anna's report and presentation to the Inquiry, this was unanimously agreed.
