It was proposed by Cllr Jackson, seconded by Cllr D'Anna and agreed by all those who were present at that meeting that the minutes of the 18th January 2011 be signed as a true record of that which took place.

(4200 & 4193) The Lych Gate
Cllr Jackson said that the boards on the Lych Gate could do with staining but when he mentioned this to the Parochial Church Council they were not interested, Cllr D'Anna volunteered to assist Cllr Jackson with this on a sunnier day. Cllr Jackson also asked about the progress on obtaining ownership of the Lych Gate and the Clerk reported that Cllr Thomas and Cllr V P Games will be meeting with David Lloyd from Gabbs & Co at the Bank to have a look at the Deeds to the Cemetery so that Mr Lloyd can advise them best on how to try to obtain ownership.  Gabb & Co charge £179.50 an hour plus VAT but Mr Lloyd has agreed to look at the Deeds for free.  Cllr Jackson said that nothing is happening on this issue and he cannot understand why this Council is unable to move this issue forward.
COUNTY COUNCIL MATTERS

Bowling Green - Cllr Morris said that there has been some progress as the Bowling Green is not under immediate threat but an assessment will de done during the next 12 months, he thanked the Council for their input.

Secondary Schools Modernisation Programme - A report on the Secondary Schools Modernisation programme is available to read on the PCC intranet and Cllr Morris explained that Crickhowell High School is not under threat at all.   The Post 16 department is also safe and will be running a full range of subjects as normal.  
CRiC Cycle Stand - Cllr Morris is working with Highways to get a small cycle stand outside the front of the CRiC building.
Crickhowell Bridge Closure - Members were reminded that the Bridge will be closed for maintenance work during working hours, week commencing the 21st February which is half term week.
Parking Issues - PCC Wardens are taking over from the 1st of April and Cllr Morris said that anyone found parking on double yellow lines will be booked.  Powys will also be looking into Residents parking permits post 1st of April for the whole of Powys, Cllr Morris said that if the Town Council were to propose a reduction in parking charges for Traders then he would support it.

Flashing Speed Reminders - Cllr Harris said that she noticed that Llangattock have got new speed reminders and asked if there was any plans to install these on New Road and the A40 in Crickhowell, Cllr Morris said that this would be dealt with by the Trunk Road Agency and suggested that the Clerk write to Geraint Hopkins, Portfolio Holder for Highways.

Crickhowell Bridge Lights - Cllr D'Anna asked whether when the new lights are fitted would some publicity and recognition help protect them from being vandalised again.  Cllr Jackson said that Cllr Thomas was going to look into the legality of putting up CCTV cameras to cover the Bridge and the lights and Cllr Morris suggested that the Clerk contact the Highways Dept to enquire about the legality issue.
There being no further County Council issues Cllr Morris then left the meeting at 8.41pm.
