In their absence Cllr Burson and Cllr Jeremiah had sent in a report stating that they had made a site visit and also visited the only neighbour who they thought would be affected by the new sheds, who had no objections.  Cllr Burson and Cllr Jeremiah recommended that Council have no adverse comments to the application, this was proposed by Cllr Collier and unanimously agreed.

PC Mark Kean arrived at the meeting at 7.05pm and the Chairman, Cllr V P Games proposed that Council suspend the Planning Meeting to take PC Kean's report, this was unanimously agr
Local Neighbourhood Police Update

PC Keane began by apologising on behalf of Inspector Thomas who had previously arranged to attend this months meeting but had to attend a training course however he would like to attend another meeting in the near future.

PC Keane began his overview with the significant find of a cannabis factory in Llangattock, he said that this came from good local intelligence where unusual activity was reported, he highlighted the point that if anyone sees anything suspicious however small to report it as it may be of interest to the police. There have also been two minor incidents in Crickhowell of late, a minor common assault occurred at the Swan Inn and a public order offence was committed at the Shell garage.  
The Police are taking a more proactive approach to anti social behaviour following on from the Pilkington family case which was highlighted in the news, there is a new system in place which will put together apparent one off anti social behaviour cases to ascertain if there is a pattern and partner agencies will be involved earlier to protect the public better.  There was an incident of graffiti in Standard Street which PC Keane reported as nothing significant but it did affect the elderly resident, the neighbourhood police team were able to work with Powys County Council to get it cleaned up and sorted quickly for the resident.

Before he left PC Keane answered several questions from Council, Cllr V P Games asked what the number of police officers based at Crickhowell was at present, PC Keane said that it is still 4 plus the PCSO, their working hours have changed with someone clocking on at Crickhowell at 7am and an officer working from the Crickhowell Station for 24 hrs a day, he also said that the Roads Policing Unit are always in the area.  Cllr Parsons asked about agricultural thefts, where PC Keane said there were no more incidents than normal and Cllr Thomas enquired about the use of phones whilst driving, PC Keane said that the Roads Policing Unit were on the look out for such incidents which have a £60 fine with 3 points on your driving licence.
Before he left PC Keane asked if Council were receiving the Neighbourhood Policing Monthly reports, Council informed him that they were very useful and PC Keane left the meeting at 7.24pm.

Council went back into session.
