CRICKHOWELL PRIMARY SCHOOL COUNCIL
Cllr Collier welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked Mr Jon Wright, Headteacher and the four members of the School Council to commence their presentation.  Mr Wright began by saying that the School Council meet fortnightly, they were elected by their fellow pupils to represent the school where they relay any concerns that they have about the school back to him and the big project at the moment is the IT for Tomorrow project.
The children began their informal power point presentation by introducing themselves and started their presentation with a photograph of the schools 3 chickens which were hatched in an incubator in school, they explained that a competition was held to design a chicken house and name the chickens and they sell the eggs to parents and friends of the school.  The Children went on do discuss all aspects of their school life, including a visit from Iolo Williams who talked about his adventures, Eco Week and the planting of trees and plants in the school grounds, the schools zones which pupils use at break time and their connection with India where teachers from India visited here and Mr Wright was invited back to India to see their schools.  The children talked about their sporting activities which included a ruby tournament at the Cardiff Arms Park and concluded their presentation with a big thank you to the Council for their donation towards the IT for Tomorrow project which Mr Wright said was a good kick start to their initial fund raising, they have raised approximately £12,000 so far and have a target of £25,000 and are spending the money as they go along on items such as Laptop computers.  Cllr Collier thanked the children for a fantastic presentation before they left the meeting at 7.15pm.
