Powys Change Plan

Cllr Morris reported that the Powys Change Plan sets out the Councils direction for services including education, highways, waste etc.  The plan should be approved at a meeting in Welshpool on Wednesday 29th June 2011 and will then be made available to Community and Town Councils.  It is a business orientated document whereby the Council intends to achieve what it sets out and move on, a copy should be available on the Powys website.

Wind Farms

Cllr Morris said  that PCC have written to the Welsh Government asking them to review TAN 8, the technical advice note on energy asking them for a more sensible approach to Wind farms and noted that the media have recently reported that the Welsh Government are looking into this.

Double Yellow Lines
Cllr Morris said that he has not yet had a date for the yellow lines to be repainted, he also mentioned that they will have a comprehensive look at the zebra crossings as well.  
Crickhowell Bridge

Cllr Morris had spoken to Cllr Jeff Holmes and asked for an update on the Bridge but there has been no word from CADW or the BBNPA on this.  Cllr Jeremiah said that she had some news on this and said that the Civic Society had been in touch with CADW who had agreed to pay for a Public Meeting but no date had been agreed with them.  The Civic Society were trying to arrange a meeting on July 13th if a representative from CADW could be in attendance.  Following a lengthy discussion Cllr Thomas proposed that Council write to the Civic Society stating that this Council would like to support them at the Public Meeting and request that they inform Council of the date set as soon as possible, this was seconded by Cllr Collier and unanimously agreed.  Members also discussed contacting CADW when a date was known requesting that they send an appropriately qualified representative to the meeting who has the knowledge and ability to answer any questions about the repairs to the Bridge.
Bus Service
The new bus service is in place with more buses running through Crickhowell, there was a problem with Monmouthshire not changing their time table at their end but this seems to have been sorted. 
Parking 
Cllr Morris said that he was copied in on the correspondence from Cllr Geraint Hopkins regarding the parking problems for Carers and said that he welcomed any comments from Council.  Cllr Dykes asked if the Powys Change Plan was going to review residents parking and suggested that Powys introduce a scheme for Carers Permits as other County Councils are doing something similar.
