(4256) Projects Committee (Lych Gate)

Cllr Jackson said that he had an anonymous request from a resident of Crickhowell for a letter stating what the Town Council is doing about the Lych Gate, members did not think that this was appropriate and it was suggested that the resident read the Council minutes as everything is in detail there.  It was reported that the Lych Gate has been struck again and a discussion took place about moving it back, Cllr Dykes suggested that the Town Council organised a Public Meeting to get the residents views on what they want and following further discussion it was agreed to put this on the agenda for next months meeting.
COUNTY COUNCIL MATTERS

The painting of the Yellow & White Lines is ongoing at the moment but isn’t complete yet, Cllr Thomas asked if they were legalising the double yellows which are not finished correctly and County Cllr Morris said that he would take this back and check on it.
Winter Maintenance - the teams are currently preparing for Winter and the adverse weather, County Cllr Morris asked members for any particular areas which are in need of a salt bin that hasn’t got one at the moment, whether the current bins are situated correctly and if there are any routes that should be gritted but aren’t on the normal routes.
Waste Collection - a new regime is set to come into place in November with a fortnightly collection on black bags which will have new wheelie bins and a weekly collection of recycling and food waste which will also have new smaller containers.

Traffic Monitoring - Cllr Parsons asked about the traffic monitoring equipment near Elvicta Estate, County Cllr Morris assumed it had something to do with extending the 30 mph zone to the Elvicta Estate which has been discussed in the past.

Street Lighting - With the darker nights upon us County Cllr Morris asked members to look out for lights which may need replacement bulbs and to take the number off the post when reporting it.  He also said that some lights will be put back on which have currently been turned off and some will be fitted with new LED lights.  Cllr Jeremiah asked whether Solar Panel lights will be used, County Cllr Morris said that they are being considered but are more expensive but some street signs will be powered by solar.
Llangattock/Crickhowell Bridge Repairs - County Cllr Morris is due to attend a meeting with County Councillor Holmes, the Chief Executive of PCC and the Chief Executive of CADW regarding the cost of the recent repairs to the bridge which will hopefully take place before the next Town Council meeting.

Cllr Thomas reported that he had contacted two companies, Blachere Ltd and City Illuminations both of which had supplied quotes for Festoon Strip lighting running zig zag across the High Street.  Blachere Ltd had also supplied a quote for net lighting on the Monument.  Cllr Thomas went over the various quotes for hire or purchase of the lights and said that more information was required before proceeding.
