Cllr V P Games took the Chair in Cllr Colliers absence.

Steve Carrington, Crickhowell & District Angling Society re Proposed Shad Pass
Mr Carrington was invited to attend the meeting following last months full Council meeting where the proposed Shad pass was brought to the Councils attention.  Mr Carrington began by explaining that the Shad is a member of the Herring family and is a protected species.  The Countryside Council for Wales conducted a River Usk Shad survey in 2010 which concluded that the Shad are at Risk and Crickhowell Bridge is considered to be the main barrier to shad spawning on the River Usk.  Mr Carrington said that at present there is no such thing as a Shad Pass in the whole of the UK, he believes that the angled trench will be highly visible and will spoil the iconic view of Crickhowell which is the Crickhowell Bridge. Mr Carrington reported that he has asked for justification of the need for a Shad Pass as there is no records of Shad spawning above the bridge, spawning is poor above Abergavenny therefore it is illogical to start at Crickhowell Bridge first.  Mr Carrington concluded that the Angling Society are going to fight this, Powys County Council have not been consulted on it and County Councillor Morris said that he has not been informed either, Mr Carrington said that there is a meeting with Tristan Hatton Ellis on the 10th November 2011 in the Bear Hotel at 7.30pm and he would like a member of Crickhowell Town Council to be present.
Mr Carrington left the meeting at 7.30pm and Cllr V P Games opened the meeting.
