CRICKHOWELL CHRISTMAS LIGHTS 2011

Cllr Thomas reported that he had now received an estimate from City Lighting who also supply lights to Abergavenny and Raglan.  The Estimate was for a 3 year contract to supply install and remove lighting in the High Street.  City Lighting had offered three options and after outlining each  Cllr Thomas recommended Option 3, Icicle Lighting at a cost of £2800 in Year one for installation and removal and £950 in Years 2 & 3, this was subject to him going back to see if there was any negotiating on the costs and Cllr Thomas asked Council if they wished to go ahead with this in time for this year, Cllr D'Anna said that the Switching On Ceremony normally takes place on the last Saturday in November which would be the 26th and said that the lights would need to be in place for then.  Cllr Jeremiah thanked Cllr Thomas for all his hard work on this project and proposed that Council accept Cllr Thomas's recommendations and try to get the lights up in time for this years celebrations, this was seconded by Cllr D'Anna and unanimously agreed.  Cllr Thomas concluded that he would now liaise with Mr Grenfell to proceed with getting permissions from the traders etc.
SHAD PASS AT LLANGATTOCK/CRICKHOWELL BRIDGE

Following on from the discussions with Steve Carrington, Chairman of the local Angling Society earlier in the meeting Cllr D'Anna confirmed that he would attend the meeting on the 10th November and it was agreed to ask Llangattock Community Council to put this on the Agenda for the next Five Councils Liaison meeting.  Members also discussed arranging a meeting with all interested parties and it was agreed to wait until Cllr D'Anna attended the meeting on the 10th November so that he can compile a report to Council at the next Full Council meeting on the 15th November.

Cllr Dykes said that this Council should have a Town Plan so that members of the Public know what the Council's aims are.  Cllr D'Anna reminded members that this Council had put together 8 to 10 points several years ago which included things such as supporting local business's and affordable housing. Cllr Jeremiah reminded members that Crickhowell is a Fairtrade town and was hoping to become a Walking Town but this project seems to of gone quiet.  Following further discussion it was agreed to find out how to prepare a Town Plan and to agenda this again for next month so that members can have time to come up with some more ideas.
