Alison Crawshaw, Monmouthshire & Brecon Canal 200th Anniversary

Alison Crawshaw introduced herself as the Canal Celebrations Co-ordinator and explained that she is employed by the BBNPA and Powys County Council 1 day a week up until June to organise the celebrations for the Powys section.  Celebrations will commence on Friday 10th February 2012 with 80 Churches ringing their bells in Unison which is the way the opening of the Canal was celebrated, Derek Brockman the BBC Wales Weatherman will be involved Canal side with hopefully a piece on the BBC Wales 6 O'clock news. There are 90 events planned to take place between 10th February and 31st September, 30 of these are confirmed, all events will be entered into a Calendar and published in the PCC newsletter.  Local events are being planned such as an Exhibition of the Canals history in Brecon, a Village Day in Talybont on Usk, Whole day celebrations over the Jubilee Weekend incorporating the Canal at both Llangynidr and Talybont on Usk and a Walk and Talk Festival programme during the Crickhowell Walking Festival.  The canal side pubs are working together along with the Brecon Brewery who are producing two celebration ales, a Porter ale and a lighter ale for the summer, there are also 30,000 beer mats being made carrying the Canal anniversary logo.
