  CWMDU AND DISTRICT COMMUNITY COUNCIL

Minutes of the meeting held at Bwlch Village Hall on  11th August 2011 at 1900hrs.

Present  were Chairman Cllr S McLennan, Cllrs Mrs JE Block, Mrs L Price, Mrs M-J Houlton, T Sinnett, RDH Jackson and AA Harries.
Apologies  Apologies were received from Cllr Mrs DWV Cracroft, Cllr FJ Morgan and the Clerk – RAB Doak.
Minutes of the Meeting held at Cwmdu Village Hall on 7th July 2011 were confirmed and signed.

Matters Arising
1.The Five Councils Liaison Meeting was hosted by Crickhowell Town Council on Wednesday 27th July 2011. There were no Agenda items put forward but several of the Councillors said they would attend the meeting. There was a full agenda and copies of the minutes were sent out to all Councillors by the Clerk.
2.Letter BBNPA 25th May 2011 about the Sustainable Development Fund. Cllr FJ Morgan was to be the Council’s nomination and the Clerk  wrote and informed the BBNPA on 20th July 2011.
3.The previous meeting discussed the state of some of the building sites in Bwlch including next to the village hall. Cllrs S Mclennan and FJ Morgan were going to deal with this by visiting the owner. There had been some clearance of the site but more was required.

4.90th Anniversary of the RBL was celebrated in the Bwlch Village Hall on Saturday 11th June 2011. An additional £70 was raised in the New Inn by selling limited edition posters of the Typhoon Aircraft which Mr Shellard used to fly.
Planning

1.Planning Application 11/0705/FUL at No 2 Allt View, Bwlch. White UPVC  glazed conservatory on faced brick dwarf wall, with polycarbonate roof panels situated on the rear elevation of the dwelling. There were no objections to this application and the Clerk was to write to BBNPA by the 24th August 2011.

2.Planning Applications 11/06566//ADC and 11/06564/ADV for replacement Hotel signs for the Gliffaes potelHHHhh Hotel. These applications were granted on 29/06/2011.
3.Planning Application 11/06596/FUL for Proposed lobby extension to rear of house and proposed extension to dining area to westside of house at Pen y Pont, Bwlch. This application was approved on 22/06/2011.
4.Planning Application 11/06756/FUL for renovation to farmhouse remains to be converted to garage, workshop and timber store, to include amendments to parking and patio area at Haulfryn, Cwmdu. This application was refused on 19/07/2011.
5.Planning Application 11/06890/FUL dated 08/08/2011 for “One new dwelling on garden land opposite Bank View” at Land opposite Bank View, Tremynfa Road, Bwlch. The Councillors decided that there was not enough notice to make a decision on this application and as the Council’s reply was required by 30/08/2011 the Clerk was to ask for an extension from BBNPA.
N.B. The Planning Officer dealing with this application agreed an extension to 09/09/2011.

6.Planning Application 10/04410/FUL – Land North of Allt View. The Clerk had been informed that there were revised plans relating to the access road but the plans had not been put on the website and neither had the BBNPA’s reply to the Council letter of 20/05/2011 been put on the BBNPA  website.
N.B. The Planning Officer dealing with this application informed the Clerk that the revised plans and the BBNPA letter would be uploaded on to the website. 
Council Vacancy

A letter from the Deputy Returning Officer dated 2nd August 2011 gave the Council authority to co-opt a local resident for the vacancy for the Tretower Ward of the Cwmdu and District Community Council. The Clerk wrote to the two candidates who had previously expressed an interest in being a Community Councillor for Tretower, however one candidate was no longer available.

Mrs H Sweeting was duly co-opted by the Councillors present. The Clerk was to write and invite her to the Council meeting on Thursday 1st September 2011 at 1900hrs in the Tretower Village Hall. Mrs H Sweeting would be able to sign the Declaration of Acceptance of  Office at that meeting and then the Clerk would inform the Deputy Returning Officer

Consultations
1 Consultation – 13th July – 24th August 2011 – LDP Site Allocation Representative - Two sites in Bwlch. There was a query to the LDP team who replied on 20th July 2011.Cllr T Sinnett stated that the response from the LDP team was satisfactory and the query about Site Reference DBR-BCH-G – Land adjacent to Pen Y Graig which had been designated as Community use would be amended in September / October.
2 Consultation – 18th July – 26th August 2011 ( extended to latest date 22nd September 2011 ) “One Powys Plan” – Copies of this were sent out to all Councillors on 2nd August 2011.

N.B. PCC Letter dated 23rd August 2011 stated that responses from Town and Community Councils would be acceptable during September 2011.
3.Consultation – 25th July – 16th September 2011 – Review of Polling Districts and Polling Places- No information received yet.

4.Consultation  – 2nd August – 3rd October 2011 – Independent Remuneration Panel for Wales Draft Report – December 2011. 
N.B. The Email with attachments was sent to all Councillors on 24th August 2011 by the Clerk.

5.Consultation – 5th July – 14th October 2011 -  Local List Criteria. Copies of the list were handed out.

Councillors Points

Cllr Mrs JE Block stated that there was a bus running on a Thursday from Builth to Abergavenny which had not been advertised and the resident who reported this was the only passenger on both journeys. A letter to Stagecoach  was requested asking for some form of advertising.
Cllr Mrs JE Block stated that horse manure on the pavement from the village to the village hall in Cwmdu was causing residents to walk on the very busy main road. Cllr Mrs L Price agreed to speak to the owner of Transwales Trekking to see if he could clear the pavement when it occurs.
Cllre Mrs JE Block reported the lack of mobile phone coverage and inquired whether it was a Council matter. 

Cllr Mrs L Price asked that a letter be sent to the local Police asking for information about crime in the local rural area. This could also be the Council’s agenda item for the next five Councils liaison meeting with a senior police office in attendance.
