Minutes of a site meeting held at Bwlch Village Hall on 9th January 2012 at 1530hrs
A site meeting was held at the Bwlch Village Hall Carpark on 9th January 2012 at 1530hrs to discuss the Section 106 money that will be available as a result of the Melin Homes development of affordable homes at the site North of Allt View, Bwlch.

1.Mr Evans confirmed that Melin would contribute £4000 for “offsite recreation facilities”. Melin would pay this to Powys County Council, hopefully in February 2012 when the contractors start work on the site.

2.Mr Evans stated that that Melin would also contribute a community benefit of £1500 that could be paid directly to the Community Council or could be “work in kind”.
3.The Community Council’s Priorities discussed were:

A.Bench or table for the Bwlch play area.

B.New heating system for the Village Hall.

C.Acquisition and upgrading of the triangle of land in front of the Village Hall carpark.

It was decided that these suggestions should be cleared with PCC to ensure that they are acceptable.

4.Mr Evans explained that regarding the development, funding was in place, they were waiting for the land sale to be completed, contracts to be signed with P& P Roofing and Building of Blaenavon and expected to start work by the end of February. They intended to write to all the neighbours to provide them with details of the contractors and timescales etc.

5.Mr Evans also stated that Melin’s Housing Manager had arranged to meet with Powys Housing to discuss the local lettings policy and to ensure that local applicants are identified in good time.
