Minutes of a planning meeting held at Cwmdu Village Hall on 19th January 2012 at 1900hrs

Apologies   
There were apologies from Cllrs Mrs JE Block,  Mrs L Price and S McLennan.
Planning

1.Planning Application 11/07318/FUL – “ Removal of hedge and raising of existing wall” at 6 St Johns Close, Tretower. BBNPA letter 15/12/2011 granted permission.

2.Planning Application 11/07330/FUL – “Conversion of former coach house to holiday accommodation with creation of parking area in cartilage of garden and associated works” at Near Middle Gaer Cwmdu.  BBNPA letter 19/12/2011 granted permission.
3.Planning Application 11/07503/FUL – 05/01/2012 – “Portal framed fodder store and barn” at Cwmdu Fields, Cwmdu. The Councillors supported this application and the Clerk was to write to BBNPA by 26/01/2012.
4.Planning Application 12/07546/FUL – 12/01/2012 – “Renovation of former dwelling and partial conversion of adjoining barn” at Ty Mawr, Cwmdu. The Councillors supported this application and the Clerk was to write to BBNPA by 02/02/2012.
5.Planning Application 11/07410/FUL – “Proposed home working office in garden of Step Cottage, Bwlch, replacing existing garden shed.” The Clerk read out the letter sent to BBNPA on 09/01/2012 informing the planning officer that this building had already been constructed although the application had not been approved.
Section 106 Money

There was a site meeting at the Bwlch Village Hall Carpark on 9th January 2012. CCllr Mrs K Silk, Cllrs FJ Morgan, T Sinnett, RDH Jackson, AA Harries and the Clerk RAB Doak met Mr Evans, Melin Homes and Mr Butcher, Outdoor Recreation Officer, PCC and discussed the Section 106 money and possible uses for the money for the benefit of the Community.

£4000 would be available for “off site recreation facilities” and Melin would also provide another £1500 for community benefits. Suggestions for the money were:- Bench or table for the play area, New heating system for the Village Hall and Acquisition and upgrading of the triangle of land in front of the Bwlch Village Hall Carpark.
It was decided that these suggestions should be cleared with the appropriate authority to ensure that they were acceptable. CCllr Mrs K Silk emailed the Solicitor at BBNPA after the meeting on 9th January 2012 to ask for clarification. An email reply from the BBNPA Solicitor on 12th January 2012 stated that the “off site recreation facilities” contribution related solely to a nearby play area identified by Powys County Council.
There was a discussion about the email from the BBNPA’s Solicitor and the Councillors stated that “off site recreation facilities” should apply to a wider range of community facilities than just the playground. The Clerk was to put this item on the agenda for the next meeting. 
Queens Diamond Jubilee
The Clerk stated that there had been quite a lot of correspondence from the other Councils about the Queens Diamond Jubilee and he informed the Councillors what the other Councils were going to do.
Crickhowell Town Council were going to co-ordinate an “Event”, maybe a street party and were going to hold a meeting before the end of the month. Llangattoch Community Council will be presenting mugs to the pupils in their primary school plus any younger siblings and also Llangynidr CC will be presenting mugs to their primary school regardless of where they live. The Vale of Gwryney are checking whether PCC will pay for mugs and have not yet decided whether to present mugs.
After a short discussion it was decided to present mugs to the pupils in Cwmdu Church in Wales School and the Clerk was to order 36 mugs from “Clerks Direct” for £234.84 ( VAT £39.14 ).
