Any actual obstruction was a matter for the police.

The Green Valleys

· Cllr Mrs Charlton reported that the Green Valleys group had had a major success in being one of the three joint winners of the NESTA national competition. Each winner had been awarded £300K. A tremendous amount of work had been put into the entry and it was hoped that a number of projects throughout the area of the Green Valleys would be possible.
Members were very impressed by the achievement and it was AGREED that all concerned should be congratulated.

· Cllr Mrs Charlton also reported it had been a busy time for the British Gas Green Streets group. Two public meetings had been held. 46 questionnaires had been received from householders in the Community and a public lottery held to pick out the 20 householders to benefit up to £4K from the BG fund; the remainder would also benefit but by a lesser amount. Householders were required to submit gas/electricity bills for previous quarters and monitoring of premises would be carried out soon.

Complaints

Cllr Fryer reported that Powys CC had not fully topped up the salt bins on the Hillside in November 2009, with the result that during the recent heavy snow and ice, Hillside residents had had great difficulty in getting out.
